Throw the ball overhand from
the outfield. A ball thrown side
arm has a tendency to curve and
bounce oft line when It htta the
ground.

Also a ball thrown overhand
gslns an extra impetus when It
hits and doea not die as side
arm balls often do.

Always throw on a Una and
bounce the ball to the catcher
or lnfielder to whom you are
throwing, unless the throw Is a
very short one.

A "rainbow" throw that
reaches the catcher on the "fly."
never catches a bat runner.

Do not make a useless throw
to the plat whan your team Is
several runs ahead. Let the run
score snd throw to' second base
and keep the batter on first
where he cannot score oa a sin
gle.
