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Rewards For Safe Driving

I.\'CREASINM numbers of automobiles incur Increasing

difficulties in handling traffic. Especially is this true
in the smaller cities where traffic regulations are still
largely in the hands of the car drivers themselves The |
larger cities have solved the difficulties to some extent
through one-way traffic, stop and go signals and other
devices, but a town the size of Klamath Falls, for in-|
stance, a city in the making, ofttimes has traffic con-
gestion that results in injury to some of the cars caught
in the jam. Some of these injuries may be due to the
carelessness of one driver, as is often witnessed in the
interrections at Seventh and Main or Eighth and Main,
and perhsps many other corners, or they may result
from the fact that so many cars collect in one spot that
n fender or front wheel gets rubbed in the effort of the
driver to free his car of the crowd.

So long as traffic regulations are up to the car drivers
It is essential that they exercise every effort to avoid
nccidents, and it is to the credit of the automobile driving
public that such caution is practiced. Public interest
and safety might prompt some such movement as is
being promoted by the Vienna Automobile club.

This club proposes to give diplomas and plaques to
sutomobile drivers who drive so carefully over a period
of years that they have no accidents and pay no fines
for violating traffic regulations. Owner drivers and
chauffers who escape mishap for five, ten or fifteen
years will be suitably decorated by the club for their
carefulness.

That’s not a bad idea for American automobile clubs
to consider. No doubt traffic conditions in the average
American city are ten times worse than in Vienna, as far
as congestion is concerned, and our highways carry many
times the number of cars found elsewhere in the world.
In these times the driver who uses the highways and
streets regularly and avoids mishap deserves a medal
Some so-called smart drivers manage to escape accidents,
but frequently their actions on the road cause others to
meet with mishap and for that they should be remem-
bered, not with a medal, but in the slang of the day—
crowned.

Although careful driving has its reward in the lack
of accidents, the day is fast approaching when some
public recognition will have to be given in the interest
of safety and when that time comes it will not be a bad
idea to keep the Vienna movement in mind.

With the report that Shakespeare’s sonneta may be
filmed, chances seem bright we shall yet hear some
good English in the talkies.
