America’s Rise In Aviation

UROPEAN nations are popularly supposed to be far
ahead of America in the use of commercial aviation
lines. Now, however, the American Air Transport asso-
cistion is quoted by World's Work magazine as asserting
that America leads Europe in air passenger travel—
which is both surprising and gratifying.

London's famous airport, Croydon Field, handled
1858 passengers in one month; and in the same month
the airport at Tulsa, Okla., was handling 7873, Paris’
Le Botrget took care of 1850 while Chicago's airport
was handling 2188, These are the figures supplied by
the magazine, and there seems no reason to doubt them.

The plain fact is that commercial aviation in this
country is making a steady, healthy growth. The ex-
travagant prophecies of a couple of years ago may not
be fulfilled yet, but aviation is moving forward. People
are losing their fear of getting off the ground.

Lately
Mr. Hoover has been trotting
out cabluet members and other
high Republicans like so many
tralned seals to assert that the
new tarift law with Ita flexible
provision could be depended up-
on to lhelp the country. But
the new tariff rates will have to
stand or fall on thelr own merits
and it remains for the presidenmt
1o demonstrate that he can tink-
er with them succeasfully enough
to iminate the tariff as a
Democratic lssoe,

It the tariff-business- unem-
ployment lssue proves important
enough to wipe out the Hepub-
lican majority ia elther cham-
ber It seems as If the House
would most likely be the one af-
fected. Only = third of the
Sepate is up for re-slection and
all of the House. Abont two-
thirds of the contcated Senate
seats are extremely unlikely to
bs ecaptured by the opposition
party, And it happens that most
of ths other dogen contests will
have other lssues to oversbadow
the tariff and the business do-
presulon,

The mors conservallve Demo-
crats only prediet that the elec-
tions will furoish the material
for a strong Democratic-Pro-
gressive coalition In the Houze
and for & stronger coalition in
the Senate, They aren't really
confident of a Democratic ms-
jority in elther house.

The most clean cut wot-dry
tight yet assured for the fall is
that between Ruth MecCormick,
dry Republican, and J. Ham
Lewis, wet Democrat, for (Lhe
Senate in lllingls, A Lewis vic-
tory thers would appear to be
the best break the wets conld
got this year, not even except-
Ing Dwight Morrow's recent
cleanup In New Jersey. Wet-dry
slection contests in Massachu-
setts and Montana are also coo-
sidered quite liksly.
