The value to your opponents of
making any bid must not be tak-
en simply as the amount they
will write down for their two
tricks, or three, or four. We
have, In addition, what aomeone
haa very aptly railed the Invisi-
ble score, meaning thereby the
start which any acor makes
towards the rubber premium.
This equity In th rubber premi-
um Is just as valuable and just
as definite aa though It were
actually put down on the score
pad. For Instance, if one aide
has scored ft gam and 90 points
on th next, they may have a
vlsable score ot aa little 195,
yet the real value of thla slice
out of the rubber Is at least
(00 points.
