Cooperation Marks
Conference

THE spirit of cooperation that is
in working out the city's traffic

problem prevailed Tuesday night when
Police Chief Merrill, Police Judge
Fouch and some 25 operators of com-
mercial cars met for a conference.

An ironbound enforcement of the
traffic ordinance would hit the com-

mercial car operator harder than any
one else. The law enforcement officers
saw fit to offer leniency, and the opera-
tors in return agreed to move their
traffic as rapidly as possible, and to
come up to the curb when space per-
mits.

A similar spirit on the part of pas-

senger car operators is needed, if the
traffic problem is to be solved rapidly
and without trouble for the motorists.
It will be cheaper for the automobile
driver, it will be more convenient for
him in the long run, and it will hasten
the day when the city can boast that it
is able to keep its traffic in order.

(From "Oregon Geographic
Names" by Lewis A. McArlhur.)

This la a prominent point on
th east shore of Upper Klamath
lake, about It miles north of
Klamath Falls. It bears this
name because the Modoc Indiana,
under Captain Jack, lived there
from December 11. HO, to April
If, 1T0. and then eeraped and
went bark lo their old habitat
further aoulb. Modne Point la
a well known locality In Klam-
ath Indian folklore, where It ta
spoken of aa Klutl and alao
Muyant. Will O. Steel la author-
ity tor the atatement that tha
mountain la also known aa

wblrh Is the Klamath In
dian name for dawn or sunrise.
Th Indian name Modoe la de-

rived from the Klamath words
moa. meaning aouth. and taknl.
meaning a natlv of (hat plara
or country, hence from the point
of view of the Klamath Indiana,
natlvea ot the country Just to
the south. Th term Modoc lakes
waa formerly used la the Klam-
ath country lo refer to Tule and
Clear lakes, because Modoe In-

diana lived nearby.

Arms Not Necessary
To Assure Peace

OF interest as the world waits hope
fully for the February disarma-

ment conference is a copyrighted inter-
view with Sir John Simon, British for-

eign secretary, carried on the wire of
the United Press. It presents, in the
face of disappointments and setbacks
in the movement toward permanent
peace, two encouraging factors.

The world, said Sir John to Henry T.
Russell, the United Press correspond-
ent, has undergone an immense change
from the attitude that arms assure
peace. The people of the world are
now convinced that peace cannot be as-

sured by preparing for war. They are
willing to cooperate in disarmament, if
they only know how to do so.

The other factor which the British
lawyer and statesman holds as encour-
aging is the new and extraordinary de-

gree to which public opinion influences
foreign affairs. His words were to the
effect that rapid communications "not
only make the world a sounding board,
but make a spokesman of a nation.
And if the mass of people are con-

vinced that piling up of armaments is
not only useless but dangerous, then we
are bound to see a change under mod-
ern conditions."

There is hope and promise in these
observations. They take cognizance of
change in attitude and conditions, fac-
tors which strike at the fear we experi-
ence sometimes that because there has
always been war, there must always be
war, an outlook that the world dare not
assume. H. G. Wells, writing in the
current issue of Cosmopolitan, says that
out of nineteen hundred million people
in the world, there are only a few
score hundred thousand who actually
want the horror and bloodshed of war.
It is foolish to suppose that the tremen-
dous peace-lovin- g majority cannot ulti-

mately prevail. It must prevail.

Health
Talks

Of all the Infections conditions
which attack th eye, trachoma la
by far the moat serious problem
because it la moat prevalent. It
haa been ahown that thla disease
la spread by direct contact with
infected neonle and Indirectly by
contact with articles freshly soiled
with the dischargee ot those who
are infected.

Trachoma, or Infectaoua granu
lation of the eyelids, la not In it- -

ealt dangeroua to life, becaues
nracttcallv no one diea ot thia dis
ease, bnt vail amount ot bllnd- -

nesa la caused by trachoma, ana
all ot thla blindness la prevent-
able.

On of th most serious prob-
lems related to trachoma In thla
country is the control of the dis-

ease among the American Indiana,
and among tha poorer elaaaea In
th foreign population.

When a person Is found to have
trachoma be should be excluded
from elaaaea In school or if a
worker In factory from any pos
sible contact with other workere.
Certainly he ahould not be per-

mitted to us th same washing
facilities, roller towels, and aim
liar toilet article in public place
which constitute a source for tne
spread ot thla disease. Washing
In pubic placea ahould be prefer-
ably with running water, without
having to loach either the faucet
of tb atopper.

Physicians who handle thla dis-

ease prescribe solutions of tine
and copper with suitable antisep-
tic substances for use on the eye-

lids aa epeclfle preventive meas-
ures. The dlseaae la best con-

trolled by routine examination of
human beings who are constantly
associated In educational, hous-

ing or working groups. Emi-

grants, eehool children, the In-

mate ot orphan home and of
homes for th indigent, and em-

ployes in lumber camps and in
construction ram pa should be reg-

ularly exarrned with the Idea ot
prevention of trachoma In mind.
Delay In the treatment ot Infec-

tious granulation of tha eyelids la

an extremely aerlona matter, be-

cause of the tendency of this con-

dition to result In permanent
blindness.
