Itetloodlng Considered
Information released by ths

department ot agriculture- des
cribes the plan., generally as fol
lows:

'Should the plan be put Into
errect, tne Tim work would in
elude the creation of new wntor
areas, restoration ot dr.iliicd
lands unprofitable to agriculture,
renewing ot natural food sup
plies, cover and nestlug sites,
protection of birds from natural
enemies, and suoh activities as
fencing, patroliug refuges and
disease prevention. '

"The existing federal reserva
tions would be developed further.
along with the acquisition of new
areas and there would be greater
cooperation with states now work
ing on plans for game bird con
servation on public lands.

Aid to Farmers
"The restoration ot better con

ditions for the production of
upland game birds Is thought to
offer the greatest opportunity for
a profitable use ot much acreage
being taken out of croo product
ion. Farmers would be shown
how to propagate birds and dis-

pose ot the crop.
When fully developed this

use of marginal land would pro
vide employment tor large num
bers or country people. Sponsors
of the play ssy that much of
the machinery necessary for Its
operation already Is available,

Five major points of tbe pro
gram include:

1. Give Immediate employment
to thousands of men and perm
anent rural employment to 30 or
50 thousand men.

2. Provide a new and profit
able source of Income for farm
ers.

3. - Provide for profitable
utilization ot from 20 to an
eventual 60 million acres ot
land which may be taken out of
crop production.

4. Create new business for
concerns catering to outdoor rec-
reation.

6. Provide healthful recreation-
al facilities for millions of citi
zens In an activity which Is al-

ready participated In by approxi
mately i minion persons.
