EUGENE, Ore, Fob, 18, —Fed-
oral relief funds aro expected to
bs made avallablo to employ
needy studonts at Wigher educa-
tlonal institutions In Oregon, It
whs anpounced here by W. J.
Kerr, chancellor of higher edu-
ecatian, who has recelved wires
from both Senator Charlea 1,
MeNary and  Besator Frederiek
HStelwaor sptating that there ia rea-
sonable assurance that the plan
would be put intoe effect,
Although offleial dotatls of the
proposnl bave not bean rocelved,
It In underatood that from §56.-
000,000 to $7.000,000 of federal
rellof fupnds will be made avall-
able and will be apportioned to
the varlous states, Part of the
