HILOQUIN’'S experience with its airport project is
indicative of the difficulties that can develop under
shifting government policies and divided responsibilities.
Under CWA, the government last winter began de-
velopment of an airport at Chilogquin, This was to be
art of the proposed line of intermediate ports east of
&le mountains, & sensible and promising project.

Viewing the opportunities afforded in the govern-
ment’s interest in the program, Chiloquin agreed to gen-
erous local contributions. This included the purchase
of the airport site and the furnishing of certain mater-
jals and equipment, the total running into the neighbor-
Mood of $2000. -

The airport work got well started under CWA, but
that program came to an end in the middle of it CWA
gave way to SERA.

The department of commerce, which handled the air-

rt development plans, had a definite program under

WA. It apparently hasn't established that relationship
with SERA and the Chiloquin project, as well as the
whole intermediate airport program, has come to a stand-
still. Nobody seems to know just what can be expected
for the future. '

Chiloquin, of course, wants its airport. It has carried
docal financing about as far as it can go with the ex-
pectation that there would be a continuous government

gram at least until the job could be completed. Hav-

. started such projects, and encouraged local con-
tributions and hopes, it would seem that the govern-
ment has committed itself to carrying them through, in
one way or another,

This diversion of corporation excisze taxes from the state
will, howewer. spell no relief to the over-burdened property
taxpayer, for it will mean an additional levy to make up the
deficit In stats funds, so the property taxpayer will be soaked
agaln, The corporation tax relleved the property taxpayer 1o
the extent of its revenues, and without i, he must pungle up
tha daficiency.

Transferring the exclse tax from one depariment to another
farnishes no rellef. Tt furnishes no new revenue but mnkes
& bad mess worse, and will increass tax delinqueney. Half the
peopls are ntlll permitted to go untaxed and educate their
ehildren at taxpayers' expense.
