What-
evar skill the Italian hag ae-
quired as s boxer and hitter
bas come to him, not throagh
native aptitude and competitive
l'm. but through akillful teach-
ng.

Baer took to fghting as a
kid, just as your youngster will
take to boxing, tennis, track,
baseball, football or golt—and
make good at It. Carnera took
to Hghtng because it offered
a good way to capitalize on his
size and strength.

Carnera first came to this
country frankly a physical
freak. He had been with elr-
cuses, had attracted the atten-
tlon of the little Frenchman,
Leon See, and had sprouted as
& tighter,

I want to pay a tribute to
Carpora. The giant has done a
remarkable job. Anybody who
saw his left hand work agalnst
the master lencer, Tommy
Loughrun, at Miami, knows
how well he has done by him-
self and his tutors.

There wore many momaents
from start to finish of those 18
rounds in which Carners out-
boxed the faster, much lighter
Loughran. Many who “ad come
to scoff at the Venetiaz re-
mained to marvel at his aptl-
tade and almost incredible
weo - L] -

I elte this becauss I don't
want you to get the impression
that I am running Carners
down, or belittling his standing
as champlon,

I am eager only to drive
home the undisputed fact that
in the battle In Queens we will
have a natural {ightsr opposed
by a made fighter—and this
should rebound to the sdvan-
tage of Baer.

Carnera's defense of the title
agalngt Baer reminds ma of the
baitle In which I risked the
same crown, and, ms it torned
put, my neck as well, against
Luls Angel Firpo.

The Wild Bull of the Pam-
pas was Jjust that on the Bep-
tember plght in 1923, when I
bumped into him at the Polo
Grounds, or rather when he
Blumm me. That was one time

my carser when I didn't
iand first. The Argentinian
was Dbigger—physically incred-
ible. He possessed plenty of
fire and aggrossivences, and
some measure of ring sptitude.

But Jack Dempsey, if I do
pay It mysell, was a natural
fighter. 1 liked to put on the
glovas, From the outast I
fought mainly because I loved
the game, the smell of resin,
the roar of the crowd—avery-

usiness.

rpo, llke Carners, Was &
synthetic fighter, Because of
his size, because of the finan-
clal lure, Luls Firpo entered the
ring. The behemoth of Buenos
Alres soon found himself in
America, then the land of fabu-
jous purses for extraordinary
heavywelghts, His very un-
econthness and elub-like right
band made him colorful, He
sttractsd the mttentlon of my
friend, the late Tex Rickard,
greatest pro.motor .ol all time.

Rickard grabbed Pirpo while
ba was hot. Thers was no long
preliminary education for the
Wild Bull, Perhaps it was
lugky for me that the renown-
od promoter did not spend the
time developing Firpo that Car-
nera's managers spent on the
Itallan, For Firps was plenty
tough, even though I knocked
Bim out in the second round.

But it wss plain that while
Luls Angel was large, whila he
was stropg, while he cowrd hit
—he was & syntbetio tighter.

To be a great fighter, & man
must he able to give It, take
it ang possess & fighting heart.

When Firpe clubbed me over
the rapey and out among the
typawrllers and telegraph in-
struments 1 gomehow managed
to get back and finlsh what
I've slnce heard was a hurrl-
cane fHrst round. Fighting in-
stinet aslome did that. Firpo'a
first puneh koocked me out on
my feet. 1 couldn't tell you
what kind o! & punch it was,
or whera it cams from.

Hut the cobwebs were wiped
from my brain durlng the mio-
ute's rest, and the natural
fighting advantages that I had
over Flrpo quiekly asserted
thomaelves In the sesond round.
With the break the Argentin-
fan got right under the gun,
the result might bave been dif-
forent, had he not bpen a syu-
thetfo serapper.
