Speaking generally, high

achool boys from the oast and
Big Ten areas know more
about line play than Dboys
from any other sector, because
blecking and defensive charg-
ing are stressed more by kigh
school conches of those terri-
tories.

But when It comes to ball
bandling, as typified in the
forward and lateral pass, and
deception, as practiced in tke
opén game, we have to pia
the blue ribbon on the high
school boy from the sounth-
west and wesl coast, because
he Is ontdoors more and, conse-
quently, develops finer co-or-

. dination.

Our greatest blockers nsuals
1y bave been great toam players
who were willlng to sacrifice
headlines for headaches. The
importames—of thelr work sel-
dom fs-appreciated by anyone
excopt ‘the true cxpert,

Technieally, the blocker's
$ob in Intercollegiate football
fa very difticult. He has to hit
and tle-up a moving. target in
the open; a-moxing targe: that
is experienced In. dafending it-
sell.  Moreover, the blocker
has to keep his feet while
doing this, making the oppon-
ent “show™ first. # possible,
all of which takes precise tim-
ing and delicate judgement of
distance.
