ROSE ROWL, Pasadena, Jan
!, (U.R) The red horde of Stan
ford, powered on the piston legs
of Boomer Bobby Grayson, roar-
ed back into the national football
spotlight Wednesday with a stun
nlng victory over the crimson ac-
robats of Southern Methodist uni
versity before 85,000 spectators.

Toe final score was 7 to 0,

Whipped twice running in Rose
Bowl competition by teams from
the south and east, the Indian
pack from Palo Alto struck with
lightning swiftness In the first
period, scored once and clung
with desperation to the one touch
down margin against all the baff
ling wile the ball throwing Tex- -
ans could marshal.

Power Wins
It was a combination of grind

Ing power and alertness, and one
long pass where it would do the
most good, that sent the western
entry home against the swiftness
of Bobby Wilson, the Texas pony
express, and stymied the Mus
tangs In the first bid of Texas
football to ride the national herd.

And In the dying moments of
play. It was a ball hawking Stan-
ford backfield that splintered the
sharp shooting "aerial circus"
every time the Texans threatened
the Indian goal.

Cards Get Klckoff
All the dark wizardry of Texas

tootball was displayed by the
trim little raiding band from
Texas, and while the spark of
surprise plays struck frequently
and sometimes effectively, Stan
ford always had enough defensive
power to stave off the- - attack
when it got critical.

Stanford got the opening kick- -
off on its 24, but the boys from
the farm were not impressive in
the getaway. Keith Topping fum
bled a short kick, recovered it
and sat on the bail. .

After, Robert (Bones) Hamil- -

ton.Jadluggd the hall six yards,
the boys got messed up in their
signals. Topping broke before
the ball was snapped and Grayson
missed it. Wes Muller raced back
and spraddled the pork hide on
his 18.

Wilson Runs 20 Yards
William Paulman kicked out

and In a split second tbe Mus
tangs had struck. Wilson rambled
back from his 45, reversing his
field and racing 20 yards before
Muller, doing yeoman service for
the Indians, brought him down.

After a klckout, Stanford be
gan to dig In. Topping dove over

blocker's back to smear cat
footed Mr. Wilson for a nine
yard deficit.

After an exchange of kicks.
Stanford capitalized on tbe first
break it had. Paulman sneaked
back for a quick-kic- drove the
ball 70 yards in the air and Jim
Moscrlp downed it on the Method
ist 10 yard mark.

Hamilton to Coffis
The sudden shift in fortunes

uniimbered tbe Indian throwing
arms. After pint-size- d Jimmy
Coffis raced back 17 yards with
Bob Finley's klckout. Bones Ham
ilton faded back and slammed a
20 yard pass into Coffis' arms on
the Mustang 19.

The Indians battered to the 12
yard line, Grayson swinging off
his right end, nearly out running
Harry Shuford to the sidelines
and cutting in for seven yards.
An Instant later, Hamilton, on
reverse from Boomer Bobby,
struck through the other side of
the line and skidded to the one
yard mark.

The Mustangs repulsed the
thrust, and biz; Larry Rouble,
powerful Stanford guard,, went
back in huddle and called the
play. He asked for It through
his own alley and got it, Paul-ma- n

snaking between Paschal
Scottlno and Maurice Orr for the
score. Moscrlp split the goal posts
with his kick.

Mustangs Desperate
With less than 10 minutes to

play In the final period, the Mus-
tangs threw in the book. ,Tbey
threw passes on every down, and
most bitter of their failures was
a fourth down pass which bad
worked and won against Texas
Christian. But Stanford was ball
hawking today, and when the
final gun cracked, the Mustangs
were backed against their goal
and the Indians were driving for
another score.

It was a 60 minute ball club
that won. Stanford, rated tbe
hardest driving team in the west,
had been accused of loosening up
when It was in front. Todaythere wasn't a loose minute In 60.

Had there been, the Mustang
145 pound package of high ex-

plosive, Mr. Wilson, would have
been off to the races. Bobby
played tbe full game. He never
quit hammering. But he was
pitting :' elusivoness and speed
against towering ends who weren't
pulled but, and agalnBt tackles
who rammed his Interference be-
fore It formed.

Lack Power
The Mustangs outblocked Stan-

ford on attack, and their big line
Spain, Johnson, Scottlno, Wet-

zel and Orr was, driving as hard

Stanford went a Ion way in
the Rose Bowl toward the vin-
