At Salt Lake
BONNEVILLE SALT FLATS

Utah, July 14. (UP) CaDtaln
ueorge E. T. Eyston. British
speed driver, unofficially smashed
another ld antomnhllA
RllPPrf TtWtorA hnr. Mnnlaw whan
he streaked past the 5000-mil- e

mark with an approximate aver
age of 139 miles an hour.

The old mark of 109.89 m.p.h,
waa aet In 1934 by the French-
men Perrot, Dhome and Glrod.

BONNEVILLE SALT FLATS.
Utah. July 14. (UP) With 17
official world records already
eclipsed by his crimson racer.
Captain George E. T. Eyston of
England roared on In quest of a
new automobile speed
record over Utah's vast salt flat
speedway Monday.

He passed the 4000-mi- le mark
with an average speed of 144.81
miles an hour, smashing the ld

record for the distance
held by three Frenchmen. Per-
rot, Dhome and Glrod. The old
mark was 110.40 m.p.h.

Temperature Over 100
Eyston accomplished, the first

purpose of his run this morning
when he erased his own record
for 24 hours which he set last
year over the same course. A. C.
Plllsbury, bead of a corps of AAA
timers, announced Eyston'a 24- -
hour record time as 149.09612
m.p.h., nearly nine miles an
hour faster than the old mark
of 140.21.

Temperatures soared above
the mark as Eyston
set out In quest of the
mark this morning following an
11 minute pit stop after estab
lishing the record.

Standing mart
Eyston sped away from a

standing start at 8:29 a. m.,
MST., yesterday morning after
months of delay caused by rain
and wind atorms. He cracked
the three and records,
first, his time being estimated
at 153 and 152 miles an boar
for the respective distances.

He set new records tor 500
kilometers, 500 miles, 1000
miles, 2000 kilometers, three
hours, six hours, nine hours, 12
hours, 2000 miles, 300 kilome-
ters, 4000 kilometers, 5000 kil
ometers, 3000 miles.

Budget Made Up

For U.S. Team
NEW YORK. July 14. Ml

The U. S. Olympic budget was
virtually balanced today, the larg
est team Uncle Sam evor sent to
the games was ready to sail to-

morrow for Hamburg.
Around 375 athletes, their trials

finished, had their bags parked
their dollars transferred Into Ger-
man marks.

The passage of all these athletes
may not be paid when tho liner
Manhattan sails, but It will be
by the time the ship touches shore
again. The cash on hand todny
was 121,447.67 short of the amou-

nt-needed to pay tho expenses
of the American group, but re-

ceipts from the final track and
field trials at Randall's Island
last weekend have not been count
ed. They are estimated at 125.000.

gave the members of throe of
Uncle Sam's teams a restless night
last night. He found that the
field hockey tonm still neoded
33,224; The women's swimming
team, (3.500, and the women's
track team, 13,228.
