Vitamin B-1 or thiamin s now
avallable in several differemt
torms, and should usually be pre-
scribed by a doetor In the dos-
age that s needed In the Individ-
ual case.

Certaln foods are known to be
especially rich -In vitamin B-1.
Inasmuch as the units to be used
have been standardized, the Coun-
¢il on Pharmacy and Chemistry
of the American Medical associa-
tion does nmot permit eclaims that
& food Is valuable because of Its
thiamin content, unless that food
wlll provide in the quantity usu-
ally taken each day 200 units of
thiamin,

In the lght of our present
knowledge, it would seem to be
true that an Infant requires at
least 50 unite of thiamin dally,
and an adult requires not less
than 200 unita of thiamin dally.

It must be borne in mind, how-
ever, that many foods contain
vitamin B-1, particularly the
whole grain cerenls, lsafy green
vegelables, tomatoes, and beans.
The most potent substance con-
talning this produet is yeast.

Harry Bridgea boasted he was a
communist and “damned proud of
i, the hearing to determine
whether the west coast director
of the Congress of Industrial
organizations should be deported
was told late vesterday.

William Howard, former memn-
ber of the Marine Firemen, Ollers,
Watertenders and Wipers union,
testitied RBridges boasted of his

WASHINGTON, July 311 (UP)
Federal Loan Administrator Jesse
Jones told the senate banking and

currency  committee  yesterday
the Reconstruction Finance cor-
poration has sufficient funds avall-
Able to finance the first year of
Prealdent Roosevelt's $3.460,-
000,000 lending program, it waas
learned tonight.

He wmdded that It congresa
would grant the RFC certaln

legislative authorizations there
Is no reason why It cannot
handle the entire program.

Jones, who recently was ele-
vated from the chalrmanahip of

the RFC to hia present post, test|-
fled before the commitiee In exoc-
utive session, He had said earller
the RFC haa §1,300,000,000 avalle
able for self-liquidating projects
called for In the president's bill,
and senate republieans immedinte-
Iy announced they would attempt
to cut the program by §2,000,000,-
000.

Jones told the eommittea thé
RFC has sufflclent horrowing ca-
pacity and finances but It needs
nuthorizations to make ecortain
types of loans proposed by (he

| president. He also described as un-

necessary the Mead bill for loans
to small business,
RFC han sufficient money to make
such loans,

He pointed out In addition to
the huge fund now avallable the
RFC Is realizing daily on post
commitments which provide it
with a continuously large re-
volring fund,

Jones testifled at the cloned
nesslon after senate republicans
refused to accept an administra-
tlon compromise on the total fig-
ure of the lending program, s de-
velopment which may delay con-
gresslonal adjournment.
