Sump Project for 'Forty
FIRST on the list of 1940 civic objectives for this

is the Tule lake sump project. Early in t'ae
coming year, final authorization of funds should come
from the federal government for this important proposal.

It is understood here that a $600,000 appropriation to
start the work is to be in the first deficiency bill to come
up for passage when congress meets. That is the action
that will assure the sump program, and there" is good
reason to believe it is virtually "in the bag."

Recent developments have added weight to the argu-
ments for this project. Wet weather lias
poured additional run-o- ff into the Tule lake basin, and
the excess water there is a serious threat to farm land
within the sump area. All of this has resulted in re-
newed support in the Tulelake district for the sump
project, which will remove excess wafer through a tun-
nel from the Tule lake basin to the Lower piamath basin,
where it will be of. great value.

The sump project began as a vision among civic-minde- d

men of this community. A practical survey was
made through the efforts of the Klamath countv 'cham-
ber of commerce, to be followed later by a thorough
investigation by agents of the federal government. Thev
reported favorably, and that is why it is now believed
the project is going to go through.

The constructive ideas of several years ago may soon
beaf fruit.

Nest bef't is
to clean the skin and then have
a surgeon remove oxcpfs fluid
with a needle.- In some Instances,
It Is not necessary to remove the
fluid because continuous applica-
tion of heat and rest will permlt
absorption of the excess fluid
when the chronic Irritation stops.

TN certain parts of the body

where there 1b likely to be
much rubbing or pressure, the
tissues develop sacs ot fluid which
serve to minimize the effect of
the irritation.

Tailors get these little sacs of
fluid or bumps from sitting with
their legs crossed. Many people
get similar bumps from wearing
shoes that fit badly. These ap-
pear In the form of bunions at
the head ot the big toe, where
the bursa forms between the hard-
ened skin and the calloused bone.
Little ones form occasionally un-
der hard corns.

As a result of continued irrita-
tion and pressure, the bursa may
become distended with fluid, after
which it will hurt when touched
and become tender and painful
when the joint Is moved. If the
condition Is chronic, the walls of
the sac containing the fluid be-
come thick. There may be bleed-
ing Into the bursa, and when the
blood clots. It will become more
solid to the touch.

Dr. L. R. Broster has listed
the areas in which the bursas
occur most often. The one that
occurs over the front of the knee
cap is called prepatellar bursa,and also gives rise to a condition
known as housemaid's knee.

These bursas may occur also
back ot the knee cap sometimes
at the back of the knee Itself
whore there may be pressure from
the clothing. Sometimes there is

bursa at the hip joint, some-
times under the buttocks and, oc-

casionally, at the back of the legwhere the long tendon comes upfrom the heel. Sometimes a
bursa will form at the elbow,
particularly In miners and alh- -
