Three reasons why the AFL is
seeking to organize lumber
workers of the Klamath basin
were advanced Thursday by Joe
Boyd and Mike Pavolka, AFL
organizers for this territory.

Issuing a statement in the
midst of widespread controversy
over wages and hours in Pacific
Northwest lumber operations,
Boyd enumerated the following:

"First," he said "wage differ-
entials have already been adjust-
ed in the north, but adjustments
have yet to be made in the
Klamath basin.

"Second, too large a percen-
tage of workers In the basin get
the minimum wage, whereas
under union agreements not
more than 20 per cent of any
crew may receive the minimum
in organized sections of the
north.

"Third, the minimum in the
Klamath basin is slightly less
than the minimum in the north
prior to wage increases made
