The fact the
Germans have been unable to beat down Britain is evi-
dence that it will take a long time, should the British take
the offensive against Germany, to break the nazi throttle-

hold on the continent.

There has been much wishful thinking about rebel-
lion and revolution inside Germany. There has been much
wishful thinking about some Russian move against the
nazis. Thus far, however, there has been little or no con-
crete evidence on which to predict any such developments.

The situation at present is that the Germans hold
the balance of strength, but are unable to deliver a knock-
out blow to their foes, the British. The latter have with-
stood terrific punishment with excellent morale; they
have been bolstered by recent successes in the Balkans
and Africa, and by increasing moral and material aid from
the U. 8. In other words, the pro-nazi balance has been
partially offset, and this process may continue until the

British hold the greater power.

But even with the bal-

ance in their favor, the British will l_m_ve plenty of trouble
in bringing the war to a victorious finish; there can be no
real hope for that in the immediate future.

Rear-End

Smashes

THE recent epidemic of rear-end accidents on slick pave-
ments is probably due largely to two things: the ten-
dency to follow other cars too closely, and the fact
that on snowy roads cars that stop are kept in the travel
lanes because the drivers fear to drive off onto snow-cov-

ered shoulders.
Narrative reports on the

accident blanks filled out at

the sheriff's office and police station frequently tell how
a car stopped on the highway and a following driver sud-
denly found himself confronted with the stopped car and
no surface underneath on which brakes were effective.

The measures to be taken to avoid accidents of this

nature are quite obvious.

For one thing, do not drive as

closely behind other cars as you do in the summer when
it is possible to stop quickly on a dry surface. For another,
know what is behind you when you prepare to stop for
windshield scraping or some other reason, and do not pull

up suddenly in front of a following car.

If you can, keep

going until you find a place where you can get off the
traveling portion of the highway.
