Suburban Street Legislation
ruckus at the courthouse over the

THE fund" directs attention to the need for a legally-establish-

setup for doing something about suburban
streets. The cash box procedure was an attempt to get
at this troublesome problem in lieu of other methods
which have been proposed but not set up in the law.

At present, there is no way under the law for im-

provement of these streets, which are not on the county
road system. Still, many of them are lined with houses in

nearly urban density and the residents of these places are
in serious need of good street facilities. Even though
willing to pay for the improvements, as is done in the

city, there is no legal method aset up for them to do it.
At the last session of the legislature a bill, known then

as Senate Bill 477, was introduced at the instance of
suburbanites in this community. In general, purpose of

this bill was to authorize the establishment of road and

highway districts, under which property to be benefited

by street and sidewalk improvements could be equally
assessed and the money spent for the improvements.

This bill passed the senate in the last session. But
it was introduced so late that it did not get proper con-

sideration in the house, and it did not become a law.
Suburbanites with streets that need improving, and will-

ing to contribute their fair share to the improvement,
were still left without any legally established procedure
for doing it The cash box scheme scored by the grand
jury was a method whereby such suburbanites contrib-
uted to a fund, kept separate from county business, and
from which disbursements were made for improvements
not on county roads but on suburban streets.

Again the legislature is in session. The time is at hand
for legislative action that will enable suburban freehold-
ers, willing to pay their fair share for street improve-
ments, to do so under a legal and orderly procedure.
This matter should not be permitted again to be delayed
until it is too late for action.
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committee closed its doors to

try in these respects. Like his
father, also, he may have to
await the end of the war for a
fair appreciation of his position.
