Into shallow water to feed on
the "chubs," were killed. An
extremely thorough search was
made by the crew on the day
following the application of the
material and a total of 341 trout
and salmon were found. Of this
number, 282 were small eastern
brook trout, 57 were Loch Laven
trout and two silver salmon.

Taking sample counts of roach
killed along three miles of shore
line, it was found that there
was an 'average of 71 fish per
foot. On this basis there were
1,261,800 roach lying on the
shore. Assuming that there
were twice as many fi6h at the
bottom of the lake, it is esti
mated that the operations re
moved at leost 3,784,800 roach.
These fish had an average weight
of about 30 to a pound, so on
weight basis, approximately 63
tons of trash fish were destroy-
ed.

Not Harmful
Attention is called to the fact

that the preparation used in
eradicating the trash fish is not
harmful to man or animals. It
kills fish through
action.

Destruction of between three
and four million roach or
"chubt," as they are commonly
called, in East lake by an Ore
gon State game commission
crew forms the basis of an in-

teresting report submitted to C.
A. Lockwood, assistant super
visor, by H. R. Nowcomb, crew
leader. Acting on a recommend
ation of the 1940 lake survey
unit that the shallow areas of
East lake bo treated with a spec
ial preparation at the time of
the spawning season, the game
commission directed that ob
servations be made Bnd the work
begin at the most opportune
time.

Beginning in the middle of
May. the lake was visited each
week. Water temperatures were
taken and the shores were care-

fully searched for spawning fish.
It was not until June 11 that the
temperature of the waters in
shallow coves approached the
point where roach were known
to spawn. Immediately all forces
were organized and on the fol
lowing morning 10 men were
ready to begin control opera
tions. Inasmuch as there are
countless game fish resident in
the lake, the operation of re
moving the roach without caus
ing undue loss of trout required
a rather fine sense of balance,
to say nothing of a considerable
degree of luck.

The Treatment
Five hundred pounds of the

specially prepared mixture was
distributed In the water mostly
under three feet in depth. First,
a heavy line of athln, soupy mix
was placed along the front of
the cove In the southeast portion
of the lake. Then handfuls of
a mortar-lik- e mixture were
thrown within that area. One
man traveled along much of the
shore and sprayed a very dilute
mixture of the powder from a

ightcr back
pack pump. The remainder of
the shore line from the boat- -

house on the east shore, south
and west to the "white slide"
was similarly treated, but to a
much lighter degree. A few
isolated coves In other portions
of the lake also received some
treatment.

Few Gam Flth
Within a half hour after the

first application, numerous roach
ware seen In a dead or dying
condition. At the end of the
day thero was hardly a fish to be
seen moving, whereas the prev-
ious evening the wattr was liter-
ally alive with "chubs." As was
