NO BHORTAGE OF COPS

Currently, the bIg worry ls

over the police problem. There
are only six police forces in
Washington now,

There is the secrel service,
the federal bureau of Investiga-
tion of supersncoper G-men un-
der J. Edgar Hoover, which has
its headquarters in Washington
but doesn’'t bother with local
erimes.

There is the national park po-
lice foree under Secretary of the
Interior Harold Ickes, which po-
lices the greal open spaces, and
the capitol police force of cons
gresplonnl patranage appointees,
which stays around the halls of
congress Lo keep the tourists
from taking the copitol apart lor
souvenirs, ‘There s the public
buildings administration force,
which guards the bulldings the
cupitol police don'ty, and tinelly,
the district police force of more
than 1400 men,

inspectors, the internal revenue
sgonts, the border palrol, the
customs inspectors, the T-men
of the treasury's narcolics and
secret service counterfeiling div-
islons, the marine corps, the mil-
itary police and the army and
