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REVISION OF

CIT! CHARTER

AGREED UPON

Klamath Falls' obsolete city
charter will soon be revised it
was decided at a meeting of the
city charter committee, meeting
in session Monday afternoon
with Herman Kchrll, executive
secretary of the League of Ore-

gon Cities.
Before March of 1942, voters

will go to the polls in a special
election to place their stamp of

approval on the changes which
will be made within the next
few months.

The League of Oregon Cities
and Kehrli, working with the
city's legal department, will pre-

pare the new charter and all
changes will be on the ballot,
according to Mayor John H.
Houston who also attended the
meeting.

"The city's charter is obsolete
and there have been so many
amendments to ordinances that
practically all old ordinances
are now involved in a maze of
technicalities," the mayor stat-
ed. "It is this committee's hope
that we can iron out all these
difficulties and present an

charter before
next March for approval of the
voters."

It is also hoped that all or-
dinances will be so tabulated
that they can be found without
difficulty when interested per-
sons wish to refer to them at
any time. Members of the city
council and the city attorney
met with the committee.

The president said that the
"threat of Hitlerism" , was di-
rected not only at labor ."even
though labor is among the very
first that will suffer therefrom"
but that it was also "aimed at
all of us every man, woman
and child who believes in free-
dom. It menaces everything
that we cherish as Americans
and free men."

It is amazing what
changes have been made to the
building itself let alone the
20,000 square feet of floor space
covered with fur-
niture to make it one of the
finest appearing structures in
the city. Manager Robert
Sproat commended ' the owner.
He said Miller went to every ef-

fort to improve the building to
suit the needs of its new occu-

pants.
The whole main floor is open.

Behind a wide window display
decorated by George Sinclair,
formerly with Barker Brothers
of Los Angeles, lie acres of fine
furniture. Upstairs on the mez-

zanine, however, are the store's
showplapes. ' There's a model
kitchen with inlaid linoleum
drainboard and chromium trim-

mings. Around the room are

out on the floor and matched
with other materials to give you
an idea of a kitchen color
scheme. Large linoleum samples
may be taken home for match-
ing or contrasting colors.

Next to the model kitchen is
a new addition to services pre
viously offered to Klamath I ur
niture company customers..

furniture. From this vantage
point at the front of the store
you can look down through a
great well onto the main floor,
and it's really, a remarkable job
of decorating. Mirrors and pic-
tures add immeasurably to the
scene.

The whole top floor is a ware-
house, except for a furniture

workroom and a drape-
ry and upholstering workshop.
An elevator at the rear makes
loading and deliveries easy. The
company also purchased a largenew van for de-

liveries, large enough to furnish
an average home in one trip.
