Reuters, British news agency,
quoted a Stockholm dispatch us
saying that red iirmy counter
blows had driven tho ticrtimits
back in the northwest, recaptur-
ing tho strategic town of Kulinin,
95 miles from Moscow.

Other British reports quoted
the Moscow radio as saying
soviet troops on Tuesday recap-
tured Orel, key rail center 2U0
miles south of Moscow.

The Russians reported especial-
ly stubborn fighting west of
Moscow, where tho Germans are
pressing against the capital's

and said the "red army
beat off several fierce enemy at-

tacks."
However, tho Moscow radio

admitted that tho situation on
the outer approaches to Moscow
and on the southern front stiH
was very serious.

In London, xchango Tele
graph quoted the Moscow radio
as saying the Russians recaptur-
ed last Tuesday the city of Orel,
about 200 miles south of Moscow.

There was no word from Mos
cow on reports from other capi-
tals that government leaders had
gone to Kazan, 450 miles east of
the capital.

The state department in Wash.
ington, however, said high soviet
foreign office officials had left
Moscow for an eastern destina
tion.

The Russians branded German
and Rumanian statements on
trophies allegedly captured in
the Odessa area as "cmntv brin
ging" and said that in reality
Odessa was evacuated upon the
decision of the red army supreme
command "for strategic reasons."

of 332 new combat ships. These,
added to what we already have,
will give us a combined sea
strength of 32 battleships, 18

aircraft carriers, 91 cruisers, 384
destroyers, and 186 submarines,
a total fleet of 691 vessels of war.

"Most important is the enlist
ment of men who will be trained
as skilled mechanics to man the
new ships. A young man has a
choice as to his job, but if the
present situation should become
acute, the man will have to tako
what job is given him. The navy
has established 26 new training
schools for the purpose of prepar
ing young men for their work.

"For the purpose of manning
the ships,, the American Legion
of the state of Oregon, through
its commander, Joseph K. Car
son, has the task of recruiting
140 men or more by Navy day.
We have 120 posts in the state
and I am sure we will fill our
quota. The fortunate men, who
will pass the examination re-

quirements, will be sworn in at
a big mass meeting in Portland
and will go to the San Diego
training station on . a special
train."

the U. S. destroyer Kearny hap-
pened at tho very moment when
the neutrality debate was at its
height in congress.

Saying they had no informa-
tion irom the German admiralty
on the incident and thus no of-

ficial reaction could be given,
they added that President Moose-ve- il

"and his whips in congress
undoubtedly find the Incident
most welcome in order to hasten
their aggressive program."

WASHINGTON, Oct. 18 (AP)
The capital today grimly await-
ed further word from the torped-

o-damaged U, S. destroyer
Kearny, reported laboring to-

ward an undisclosed port after
an encounter with a raider 350
miles southwest of Iceland.

The navy's terse official an-

nouncement, issued shortly after
the attack yesterday morning,
left many important questions
unanswered. It did not specify
whether the torpedo was fired
by a submarine, surface raider
or warplane; the nationality of
the destroyer's adversary was
not made known, and the degree
of damage was not indicated.

Naval men pointed out, how
ever, that a damaged warship
could hardly risk using her radio
at length while in a danger zone.

There was widespread relief
in the capital over the announce
ment that "no casualties to per-
sonnel were Indicated In dis
patches received by the navy
department." Destroyers of the
Kearny's class normally tarry
about 200 officers and men.

President Roosevelt, weekend
ing at Hyde Park, made it clear
to reporters that the torpedoing
occurred within the American
defense zone. But for answers to
other questions, he referred the
newsmen to the navy depart-
ment.

Although an official declara
tion was lacking concerning the
nationality of the attacker, most
congressmen were quick to as-

sume it was a German torpedo
which struck the 1530-to- ves-

sel, completed last year at a cost
of $5,000,000.

And in the light of the presi
dent's orders to the navy last
month, to hunt down the "rattle-
snake raiders" of the Atlantic,
it seemed a foregone conclusion
that U. S. warships were seek
ing contact with the raider.

Many legislators called for
quick retaliation against the aa
gressor, but others took the stand
that all the facts should be as-

certained before making any
decision.
