you are a city or suburban resident, and can

pend a little time on the farm this year, you are going to
be seriously needed to help harvest the crops of the
Klamath basin.

For the basin this year faces a shortage in farm labor
that promises to grow more serious as the season advances.
Already farmers are reporting inability to hire needed
help. After July 4, according to present indications, the
shortage will begin to be nainful, and in the potato harvest
season it may develop into an actual threat to the econ-

omic welfare of the basin.
We must look this situation in the face and do some-

thing about it
County Agent C. A. Henderson Saturday Issued a

statement suggesting that non-far- m people who can do
so arrange to spend their vacations working on the farms
of the basin. Here is a reservoir of labor that can aid in
solving the problem. Every additional worker, and every
additional day of work, will be that much to the good.

Later on, it may be necessary to call more generally
upon non-far- m people. City shops and offices may close
up for a day or two so that everyone can go into the fields
to help harvest the crops. City people, at least, will be
able, to do a lot of good by spending their weekends in
the fields during the emergency period.
