Along the Black sea coasl, so-
viet troope still fighting within
sight of Novorossisk were cred-
fled with wiping out an axis
spearhead, killing 300 Germans
and Rumanians.

RAF Busy

On the Voronezh front, mid-
way between Stalingrad and
Moecow, soviet Tommy-gunners
reported to have broken through
German barbed-wire entangle-
ments, killing about 8 company
of troops.

Other developments:

" Western air war—RAF bomb-
ers, pressing a round-the-clock
offensive, pounded Adolf Hitler's
war foundries in the Rhineland
last night within a few hours af-
ter U; S. Flying Fortresses scored
“a spectacular victory over the
Tuftwatfe by shooting down 13
Focke-Wulf 180's in a raid on
northern France,

Seven RAF bombers failed to
return from the Rhineland as-
sault, indicating an &attacking
force of perhaps 150 planes.

Not a single Fortress was lost
in the daylight attack on norih-
ern France, where the big Amer-
ican planes blasled a nazi air-
craft factory at Meaulle and an
airfield at St. Omer. U. 5. pilots
sald they eould see their bombs |
“bursting all over the targets.”

Aussies Advance

Far Pacitic — Gen. Douglas
MacArthur's headquarters re-
ported that steadily advancing
Australlan: troops were nearing
the summit of the lofty Owen
Stanley mountains.in New Gui-
nea today, with still no sign of
opposition by retreating Japa-
nese . forces.

Military dispatches said the

Australians had pushed beyond |

the mountain hamilet of Menari,
46 airline miles northeast of Port
Moresby, and were now within
five miles of ‘‘the gap” through
which they . retreated (hree
weeks ago.

Meanwhile, American Flying
Foriresses ranged across the Cor-
al Sea to pound Japanese bases
and shipping at New Britain and
the Solomon islands.

The Foriresses attacked two
Japanese cruisers, one of which
was believed hit, and set fire to
215,000-ton enemy transport and
another 7000-ton transport, All
the planes returned safely.
