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We Must Fill the Gap!

E part that scrap plays in war production must be
TH;'uI]’;' understood by the people of the Midland Empire
if they are to do wholeheartedly what is necessary in
the current drive to pick up this metal.

Here is the authentic story, approved by the conser-
vation division of the war produclion board:

When an article is worn out, obsolete or other
wise useless—it is still far from worthless. Then it
becomes scrap, and scrap is one of America’s moat
vital needs today.

For this scrap—the miscellaneous junk that clut.
ters basements and lies around farms and factories,
is actually a raw material. And it is necessary to the
forging of victory. .

The notion that America is a land of flowing
plenty dies hard. We have become used to waste
and to extravagant use of our resources. But todey'l
tremendous war production calls for more materials
than we can possibly supply 1 we stop this
waste and recover the vast, hidden stockpile of
scrap that has accumulated over the years.

As an example of the critical importance of this
work, consider steel production.

Steel is normally made by melting together:

1. Pig iron (about 50 per cent).

2. Scrap generated in the steel plant in the pro-
cess of steelmaking. (about 25 per cent).

3. Scrap purchased from outside junk sources.
(about 25 per cent). .

Steel can be made 100 per cent from pig irom.
Or it can be made 100 per cent from scrap, and
still be highest-quality steel. For so-called scrap is
actually refined steel, with most impurities removed.

But the important thing to remember is that
every ton of steel scrap takes the place of one ton
of pig iron, and to make one ton of pig iron takes
2 tons of iron ore, 1.2 tons of coal, and 14 ton of
limestone, b

Our annual war steel capacity is 90,000,000 tons.
Only .scrap can make it possible to reach and pass
this figure, For to supply this tremendous amount
of steel without scrap would require:

180,000,000 tons of iron ore,

108,000,00 tons of coal, and

45,00,000 tons of limestone.

There are simply not enough mining, transper-
tation and plant facilities to supply and handle all
this tonnage, SCRAP MUST FILL THE GAP.

That is the story. The people of the Klamath country
are asked to help fill that gap. They can do it now by
bringing in serap. If it is at all possible to move the
scrap to collection centers or junk dealers, do not wait
for a “pick-up” by the scrap committees. Trucks and
manpower are not easy to find for these pick-ups. Bring
it in yourself, if you can possibly do so.

The need for scrap is plain. If anyvone raizes the ques-
tion, quote the WPB-approved statement above, ese
are the facts.

WASHING’I‘ON. Oct. 8 — A

lofty military authority (not
Mr, Roosevelt) has written a per-
sonal letter to some senators
taking & much more optimistic
view of the American war posl.
tion than has been expressed
publicly by officials in speeches,

This letter contests specifical-
ly the view set forth by Lieu-
tenant General Somervell, in his
St. Louis speech,. that we are
losing the war, General Somer-
vell's exact words were:

“The war has gone none too
well. So far we've lost nearly
every major mruggle. If we
continue to lose a little while
longer, it will be too late to save
oweelves, America and civiliza-
tlon."

The letter presents a change
of official emphasis, along the
line suggested by Mr, Roosevelt,
after his trip, when he stepped
down hard on all his sub-offi-
clals who have szaid the war s
belng lost.

Although the president named
no names, among the eminent
toes that must have {felt the
crunch, aside from Somervell's,
were thoss of Navy Secretary
Knox, various assistant secretar-
les, and, 1 belleve, even the
right-hand mm..!h.rry Hopkins.

MILITARY PICTURE

Up to now, officials have
tended to blacken up the dark
side of every picture publicly,
for the ostensible purpose aof
goading the people to greater of-
fort. Mr. Roosevelt's tour seems
to have convinced him that line
Is no longer necessary® or de-
sirable, if it ever was.

When you look at it right side
up, the strictly military. picture
is by no means dismal. We have
suffered major setbacks, few
successes, true. But we. have
been in & period of preparation.

We were not ready at the
start. We were caught off guard.
We had a one ocean navy and
np. army.

Now we have an srmy in the
final stages of preparation for
attack. Our navy is still intact,
after initial losses, and ahead is
the prospect that our naval
building will put us eventually
on & two-ocean status,

The next ten months will tall
the tale in this war, not the
last ten.

TIMIDITY

The Stalin and Willkile state-
ments have brought ‘“second
front” to the fors agaln. Any
efforts by commentafors or mili-
tary analysts to ferret out their
true meanings or intentions can
only be considersd personal
speculation.

The Russians (and Willkis)
give the situation its only new
recent furn, by Implying that
the timidity of British and Amer.
ican military officials is respon-
sible for ths delay.

If that is & sincerely held Rus-
sian opinion, the Kremlin is
less crafty in its diplomacy this
time than ever before. I can.
not remember another diple-
matic occasion when it proceed-
ed towards its purpose so straight.
forwardly.

On the other hand, if it is an
attempt to decejve Hitler and
to conceal the imminence of a
blow by us, it s cleverly in line
with usual red diplomatic tac-

cs,

200 G0LD MINES
CLOSED BY WPB

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8 (7)—
The war production board to-
day ordered the ghutdown of
200 to 300 of the natlon's largest
gold mines, in order to release
manpower for work In copper
and other vital war metal pro-
duction.

The gold mines must cease
iaking out new ore within seven
days.

The order covers all mines in
which gold Is produced, Ipelud-
ing those of Alaska and other
territories, except mines which
previously had been accorded
preferential priority treatment
by WPB because of their by-
product output of such war-es-
sentlal metals as copper, lead
and zine. Certaln small mines
were excepted.
