This country today faces
a serlous shortage of lumber
because of the labor shortage in
this industry.

“It is estimated that actual |
production in 1842 will be
roughly a billion board feet less
than the production lnst year
and 6,000,000,000 feet under the
estimated need of 38,000,000,000
feat for this year,” Wayne L.
Morse of the WPB said,

“In setting up thls commission
with such sweeping powers to
stabllize labor relations in ihe
industry, the national war labor
board has taken & great step
toward solving the labor prob-
lem and toward assuring that
this country will get the lumber
which It needs."
