ment. Are you voting for a
Charlie MeCarthy? Don't an-
swer until you've weighed your
| candidates record in public life
and his election platform.”

“Fourth: responsiveness to
constituents' opinions, This
runs the gamut from pork-bar-
rel congressmen to TUN-AWAYS
who sell oul voters who elected
them. Should a congressman be
bound to the apron strings of
his constituents? Or should he
be en his own, with his con-
sclence as hiz only gulde. De-
cide how wou feel about it now,
it will be too late after election
day.

“pifth: flexibillty. Many law-
makers have gone to Washing-
ton with thelr minds made up
on all issues, unwilling to bend
one fota.
