The electorate will get a
chance fo levy a clgaret tax, to
prevent motor vehicle taxes from
belng used for any purpose oth-
er than for roads, and to distrl-
bute all state income tax receipts
In excess of §7,750,000 a year to
school districts.

The cigaret tax blll, pagsed

by the 1841 legislature, would
tax clgarets at two cents a pack-
age, the revenue to be split five.
sixthas for old age pensions and |
onealxth for vocational educa-
tion. Tobacco manufacturers,
grocers and smokers succeeded |
in getting the bill referred to the
people.

The opponents charge that the |
bill s unfair in that it taxes cig-
aret smokers but not plpe or
clgar gmolkers, and that there are
enough new taxes being levied
by the government. Those who
want the measure passed, includ-
Ing the old age pension recip-
ients, conlend that the tax is
needed badly, asserting Oregon's
pension payments are niggardly.

The old question of anti-diver-
sion of motor vehicle revenues,
Including gasoline taxes, Is up
again In the form of a constity- |

the legislature to provide that all
such revenues must be used for
ronds,

Oregon, unllke many other
stntes, nlways has used its motor
vehlele tax revenues for roads.

There Is little opposition‘te the
