Foster's answer
was to start the ecar.

“1 eould have blasted him out
of the car, but I did not know
the seriousness of the case
against him,"” said Walker, "I
did not want to kill him. Instead,
I fired at a rear tire, ripping it
off the rim."”

Led Officer

But the {fugitive gol underway,
despite this handicap, and
Walker gave chase.

The flight led out Summers
lane to the airport, then to the
left to state highway 30, south
on 30 to Mack's store. There
Foster swung onto the Spring
lake road, and by devious back
country roads led the pursuing
officer fo » point near the state
line road just south of Merrill.

Slowed Down

Walker said that despite the
fact'Foster was running on only
three tires and a rim, he man-
sged to get & speed up to 60
miles an hour or more.

He frequently ran up
close behind Foster, but could
not get In front of him on the
narrow  back roads, and Foster
would swerve to prevent the of-
ficer heading him, Walker
could not stop' to shoot, because
Foster would immediately run
out of range..

This kept up to the point near
Merrill, where Walker slowed
down when he thought he rec-
ognized the car of another state
officer. Fhe third car, however,
passed Walker,and rolled up the
dust belween the officer and Fos-
ter's car, .It:was at this time
that Walker lost the fugitive,
and he droye guickly to Merrill
and notified headquarters here.
