appointment, it was Indicated in
results of an Associated Press
poll.

No less than 24 teams were
listed In the "most Improved"
clnss, tha Improvement being
bused either on their perform-
ance In comparison with their
expected showings or their
steady Improvement during tho
season. Twenty one elevens
were on the "most disappoint
ing" list.

Various reasons were assigned
for the disappointments, the
most common causes being the
loss of players to the armed
services, changes In coaches,
and Injuries, Improvement was
based largely on the spectacular
play of one or more individuals,
or the steady development of
a team through added exper
ience.

Among widely-know- teams
In the most Improved class were
Wisconsin, Illinois, Georgia
Tech, UCLA, Washington State,
Tennessee, Boylor, Tulsa, Navy,
William end Mary, Auburn,
Iowa and Boston college.

Teoms which, according to
the voters, could be termed dis-

appointments for one reason or
another wero Northwestern,
Vanderbllt, Nebraska, Pitt,

Oregon State, Fenn,
Princeton and Duke.

A few, such as Minnesota,
Cornell, Texas and Missouri,
disappointed some of their fans
but It was pointed out that they
did as well as might be expect-
ed under their circumstances.
