Baseball also figured in the
next three places in the final
tabulation. Larry French, the
Brooklyn Dodger pitcher who
won 10 games before losing one,
was ranked third with 40 points.

of the Boston Braves, who re-

ceived 33 points on his achieve-
ment in returning to the Na-
tional league batting champion-
ship. The St. Louis Browns
were fifth with 29 points.
