SALEM, Jan. T (A/)~—Oregon's
income tax collections during
1042 ed a record high mark
of $13,800,000, compared with
$8,027,000 in 1941, the previous
record, State Tax Commissioner
Earl E. Fisher sald Wednesday.

Fisher sald, however, hes

doubted that cullecﬂom in ms
would exceed those of last year,
despite vastly jncreased incomes.
The reason for thls, he explain-
ed, is that big federal Income
taxes will reduce state Income
tax payments by at least 30 per
cent, Oregon allows the federnl
tax to be deducted from the
state fax.
