Gen. Robert Olds today as
director of a new physical fit
ness program for the entire com-
mand.

The commanding general said
Reese would divide the Second
Air Force into five districts,
with area supervisors for each
and with local supervisors for the
individual fields and bases.

Plans call for six hours of ath
letic conditioning per week, four
of these at strenuous types of
exercise. For the older officers
and men there will be lighter
training, more on the recreation-
al side, said Captain Reese.

There will be a separate pro
gram for the men who do the
actual flying one dealing with
the development of shoulder,
stomach and leg muscles the
captain said.

Monthly physical ability tests
will be held, said Captain Reese.
and records will be kept on in
dividual progress in charts sub
mitted to area headquarters.

Reese said the date when the
plan would become effective
was as yet uncertain.

Ho Baseball
Men Frozen

InVarJobs
War Manpower Commission
Say Voluntary Labor Plan
Won't Deter Players Return

WASHINGTON, Jan. 9 (At
Press officials of the war man
power commission said today
that under voluntary labor sta.
bilization plans being placed in
effect throughout the nation
there is nothing to prevent pro
fessional baseball players from
giving up war industry jobs to
return to their ball clubs.

Baseball players, spokesmen
who desired to go unnamed, ex-

plained they do not need cer-
tificates from United States em
ployment service offices nor any
other WMC approval to leave
war jobs to play baseball.

The job stabilization agree
ments, which are expected to
be li) effect within three months
in each community with over
50,000 population, generally
deal with voluntary agreements
by war industries among them-
selves to stop transfers of work-
ers. Other employers in

industry in the areas are
requested to abide by the agree-
ments.

The spokesmen emphasized
that WMC has no authority to
compel baseball players to re-
main on war jobs, and added it
was not presently planned to
object to players rejoining their
clubs unless the war industry
employer protests the transfer.
Then WMC could try to per-
suade the player to stick to war
work. '

Under the procedure, any
draft deferment granted a base-
ball player solely because he
was engaged in war work would
be forfeited if he gave up his
job,, the spokesmen said, but
any deferment status on other
grounds,

' such as dependency,
would not be affected.

PORTLANP, Ore., Jan. 9 (IP)
William. H. Klepper, business
manager of the Portland Beav-

ers, said today he didn't see any-

thing in the present situation to
justify the prediction of Curlee
Graham, president of the San
Francisco Seals, - that coast
league ball be scrapped this
year. .

"It's much 'too early for the
funeral services," Klepper said,
"and our plans for 1943 base-
ball will go ahead until the gov-
ernment says no."
