“Little Steel Formula” for grant-
ing wage increases.

Under this formula the board
generally conslders that workers
are entitled to a 15 per cent in-
crease in wages to meet higher
living costs from January 1,
1841, to May, 1942, Provision
was made for Increases In excess
of 15 per cent to eliminate {n
equities, !
