ON GERMANY

TULELAKE Rev. Frederick
C. Wisscnbach, rector of St,
Paul's Episcopal church, Klam-
ath Falls, guest speaker for the
Rotary club this week, gave his
audience a comprehensive
resume of the Germany of today
as he saw it first hand.

Born in Germany, Rev.
first came to America

in 1912 and In 1031 was recalled
to the pastorate of a Berlin
church. There at the time of
Hitler's rise to power, ho saw
tho effect of the nazl regime on
his homeland.

Ho predicted that America
must fight hard to win this war
with Germany and while food
conditions were beginning to be
critical long before he left,
morale of the people was still
high.

They had begun to hoard food,
ho stated, and it was only once
in awhile that an egg or a cup
of milk could be purchased in
tho markets.

On returning to America, Rev.
Wisscnbach shipped his baggage
out through Australia while he
left Germany by way of Bel
gium.

The pastor, one of the most
versatile speakers to be present-
ed to the Rotary club in many
months, was introduced by Clark
W. Fcnslcr, program chairman.
President P. C. Bergman, pre
sided.

About Thai
Income tax returns of citizens

and residents of tho United
States are required by law to be
made on or before the 15th day
of tho third month following the
close of the taxable year, which
for most individuals is the calen-

dar year. Accordingly, returns
for tho calendar yenr 1042 must
bo filed not later than midnight
of Mondny, March 15, 1043.

Returns tby alien
individuals must be made on or
before the llilh day of the sixth
month after tlio close of tho fiscal
year, or on or before Juno 15,
1043, for tho calendar year 1942.

If placed in the mall, the re-

turns should bo posted in ample
time to reach the collector's of-

fice, under ordinary handling of
tho malls, on or before tho due
date, Tho envelope should boar
proper postage and be addressed
to the "Collector of Internal Rev-
enue" nt tho correct address in
tho district whore the taxpayer's
legal residence or principal place
of business is located, If ho has
neither, the return should be
mailed to tho collector of inter-
nal revenue nt Baltimore, Md.

Persons in tho military and
nnval service outside the United
States, or on sea duty, and per-
sons In enemy occupied or be-

sieged territory arc granted an
extension to file, without1)onnl-ty- ,

up to tlio 18th day of tho
third month from the close of the
