WASHINGTON, June 24 (A —|
United States armed forces have
suffered 87,304 announced casu-|
alties in all war theaters to date. |
Of that number 15132 were|
killed in action or died of
wounds,

Army cusualties total 63,958,
War Secretary Stimson said, and
the navy's latest list, also issued!
today, placed navy, marine corps
and coast guard losses at 23,346, |
with 7604 dead, 4732 wounded
and 11,010 missing.

The lull in recent fighting has|
permitted the army to complete |
2 tabulation of ite casualty re- |
ports, Stimson ftold his press|
conference, disclosing that the
srmy has lost 7528 men who
were killed in action or died of
wounds, 17.128 wounded, 22,687
missing, and 16,815 officially re-
ported prisoners of the Japanese, |
the Germans or the Italians

“While our casuallies have|
been heavy,” said the secretary, |
“it is certain that in practically
all theaters of war in which our
troops have been engaged, the
enemy’s losses have been much|
greater than our own,”

He added. however, that future |
military operations are likely to
involve much greater numbers |
of our troops and that cor-|
respondingly heavier casualties
should be expected. |

Thus far, Stims=on said, the de-
{ensive campaign in the Philip-|
pines remains the most costly in’
casualties. The total, including
the Philippine scouts but not the |
Philippines constabulary or the|
commonwealth army, is 31,610.
Most of these are presumed to be
prisoners, he said, and many|
