WASHINGTON. June 2 (VP)

Attorney General Biddlc an-

nounced today that a federal
grand jury at Indianapolis, had
indicted six persons- including
a lieutenant colonel in the en-

gineering corps, on charges of

conspiring to overcharge the
government $190,000 on rental
of equipment used in building
the Hooslcr Rodnanco plant near
Charlcstown, Ind.

The attorney general said that
the charge involved collection
by the defendants of $1133,000 in
rentals and recapture charges
compared with approximately
$145,000 which the equipment
would have cost the government
had other contractors been dealt
with, but that information ob-

tained by the FBI indicated total
overcharges of around $600,000
as a result of the alleged

LONDON, June 26 0P .In his
horror and hate campaign de-

signed to stir German morale
dented by continued heavy allied
aerial attacks, Dr. Paul Joseph
Goebbels, Germany s propagan
da minister, lashed out today to
call Americans cultural vandals
and military barbarians.

Speaking at Munich, at the
opening of the seventh German
art exhibition, he said "British
and American terror planes

hour, cultural possessions which
the centuries have built" and to
which the United States and
Britain "made very slight con-
tribution."

Nips Shipping
More Planes to
Rabaul Airfields

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS
IN AUSTRALIA, June 26 (fl5)

More and more Japanese planes
are appearing on the airfields
ringing Rabaul, New Britain,
and there is considerable ship-

ping, including a converted air-

craft carrier, in its huge, horseshoe-

-shaped harbor, allied recon-
naissance fliers report.

Rabaul lies roughly 700 miles
northwest of the allied base on
Guadalcanal ' in the Solomons
and about 500 miles northeast
of the ground front below Sala-mau-

New Guincr. In six raids
recently. General Douglas

bombers have dropped
176 tons of bombs on Rabaul's
airdromes of Lakunai, Rapopo
and Vunakanau. Some of the re-
sultant fires were reported to be
burning planes.

Today it was disclosed at
headquarters that allied fliers
on reconnaissance over Rabaul
had counted 170 enemy bombers
and fighters on its fields, a slight
increase over previous reported
totals.

Follow U. S. Raid
The British bombers, follow-

ing by only a few hours the
United States heavy bombers
which attacked undisclosed tar-

gets yesterday in Germany, en-

countered the same cloud form-
ations as the Americans and it
was reported that results could
not be observed accurately.

However, the air ministry
communique reported that large
fires were started in Bochum
and Gclsenkirchen.

Strong new defensive squad-
rons which the Germans have
thrown into the battle of the
Ruhr were out in fprce, the
British announced, and there
were many air battles. Two
enemy planes were reported de-

stroyed.

(P) More than 100 Flying Fort-
