Holiday Weekend

Accidents over the three-da-

Fourth of July weekend were
taking one of the smallest death
tolls in history on the nation's
home front, restricted by and
busy with the war.

As the holiday weekend on
tercd its last day today, violent
deaths from all causes in the
United States, according to an
Associated Press survey.
mounted to only 100. The total
included 74 fatalities from traf-
fic accidents; 55 from drown
ings, and 61 from miscellaneous
causes.

The low death rate was cred-
ited to war preparations and re
strictions, such as .work as
usual schedules in many war
plants and gasoline rationing.
Not a single fatality was report
ed from fireworks, the sale of
which has been banned in many
states and the manufacture of
which has been virtually halted
by the war.
