FOR BROADCAS T

WASHINGTON, July 26
Eight Americans,- - including two
women, who have broadcast reg
ularly from Germany and Italy
in behalf of the axis war effort,
were indicted today for treason,
and Attorney General Blddle
said they would be brought to
trial when caught.

The indictments. Involving a
charge which carries the death
penalty, were returned before
Federal District Judge James W.
Morris in the District of Colum-
bia as the culmination of many
month's of preparation by the
justice department.

Hie indictments are similar,
each alleging that the defendant
named aided this country's ene-
mies by repeated broadcasts de-
signed "to persuade citizens of
the United States to decline to
support the United States in the
conduct of the war."

Seven of those charged have
been broadcasting from Ger-

many, one from Italy. Six are
native Americans, the other two
are naturalized Americans of
German birth.

The defendants, with a sum-

mary of their backgrounds as
outlined by the justice depart-
ment, are:

Ezra Pound, 57. a native of
naiiey, iaa.. eaucatea in tne east
and a former resident of New

PLASMA SAVES LIFE

PORTLAND, July 28 V-- An

American soldier who was
11 times by Japanese

and used as a dining table while
the Nips gorged on captured ra-
tions, was saved by blood plas-
ma, George L. Hoorad reported
here.

The Portland-bor- newspaper-
man, back from the New Guinea
front as an American Red Cross
public relations representative,
told an interviewer yesterday
how a band of hungry Japs
stormed a command post.

"One poor devil was bayonet-te- d

11 times and the the Japs
used his body for a bench during
the night while they gorged on
rations found at the post. By
some miracle the boy, a San
Francisco Italian lad, still had a
flicker of life in the morning
when our side drove the Japs
Out. The doctors poured eight
quarts of blood plasma into him.
He recovered and is still on ac-
tive duty.".

Moorad added that Japanese
air power "is just about shot"
and that Oregon's 41st division is
"getting in some pretty good
licks."
