Likewise, the business organizations of the
community, large and small, are asked at this
time to make their plans for bond and cer-
tificate purchasing. It Is especially important
that those, who must’ get authorization from
elsewhere for allotments of bond buying to
Klamath county, take the necessary steps to
start that machinery rolling.

These heavier purchases, along with accel-
erated E bond buying, will put Klamath county
over on this big quota. 2

As for the E bonds, all earning individuals
are asked to invest in bonds amounting to $150.
Klamath should first make ils August quota,
and then swing into the biggest E bond busi-
ness of the war in September. Every bond,
of course, is an investment, rather than an

expenditure, and out of it all will come a bene-
ficial financial backlog for the community and
its people,
