Along with this he mado a second attack by grinding up red

knots and extracting their renin in a piece of laboratory equip-
ment known as a Soxhlel extractor. Then followed analysts of
the extractives to discover with just what materials w had to
deal. The idea was that if we knew the nature of the materials
we were trying to hold In check we would at least have a nrotty
good hunch as to the type ot sealer required. At the end of a
few weeks' work the first 24 materials tried as sealers had all
failed Ignominlously.

Dr. Anderson then proposed that we extract whole boards
with solvent with the thought of simply removing the resins
from knots and pitch streaks so that no special sealers would be
required. This appeared to be rather expensive If no other pur-
pose than removing resins were served. It suddenly occurred to
us that the solvents which were used for the removal ot pitch
were also solvents for water and that It might be feasible to ex-

tract green material, that Is, to extract both water and resin
and thus save the cost of kiln drying.

For two years and a half now we have been studying the
possibilities of this process and tho results have been startling,
to soy the least. Some of the more outstanding characteristics of
the process are these: The removal of moisture and the suhsn.
qucnt evoporatlon and recovery of the solvent are very much
faster than the most modern methods of kiln drying the same
material.

If the stock Is brought down to sufficiently low moisture
content before the solvent Is driven off, checking almost com-

pletely disappears as a source of degrade.
For example, we have extracted 6x6 green timbers in t

lengths without getting checks oven in the end of the ploco. Ex-

tracted wood la several shades lighter In color than kiln dried
or air dried material and drying stresses, generally known as
case hardening, are very greatly reduced. In fact, top wood ap-
pears to be completely free of stress and hoarlwood but slightly
case hardened without final steaming. The stresses In heartwood
ere so much less than those appearing In kiln dried lumber, that
their removal on a commercial basis should prove to be vory
simple since the methods are well understood In tho light of our
experience In kiln drying. In extracted pine, knots can be suc-

cessfully painted without the use of special sealers.
