FECULIAR situation relating to qualitica.
tions of voters is noted in both of these
Monday electiops.

On the ballots will be the aforementioned
tax measures, and also the matter of selection
of school directors,

Under Oregon law, any qualified voter may
participate in the selection of the school board
member, but the tax questions will be determ-
ined ONLY by those voters who have taxable
ﬂnpen_y within the disiricts holding the elecs

In the city elementary district, for example,
qualified votgr may cast his ballot for
Dr, L. L, Truax or Mrs, Ralph Stearns
for school diracwr. But only taxpayers within
the district may vote on the $20,000-a-year levy
or the school budget. The same holds true
in the cgpunty election, in. which a director
from the centrs] zope will be named. (Percy
Dixon, incumbent, is the only filed candidate.)
The elections, incidentally, will be held from
2 to 7 p. m. in the schoolhouses of the county
district, and at Fremont school in the eity
district,

ONDAY — Talked with Marshall Pengra,

manager of radio KRNR In Roseburg, who
stopped off on his way home from a radio
méeting, Marshall was pep.
ped up over gelting recognl-
tien from national advertisers
for the litlle Roscburg station
in competition with metlropol-
itan stations.

According to Marshall, the
Hooper ratings (approved by
Lee Jacobs) show that small
town peopla listen to small
town stations: use country
radio to get country listeners.
Country newspapers havae
worked on this same peint for
years. In fact, wo've gone 50 far as to say
that the only way o cover the market is to use
country newspapers,

It looks like Marshall has a better point thon
we do (regarding country vs. metropolitan radio,
not radio vs. newspaper) because it is physical
ly impossible to listen to more then one station
at & time. In a leisurely evening you can read
8 half dozen newspapers, if you have the mind
to.
