LONDON, July 14—Marshal Josef Stalin In two orders of the day announced tonight the
capture of the cily of Pinsk in the Pripyat marshes and the rallroad junction of Wolkowysk, 52
miles directly east of Blalystok.

The {all of Pinsk, the Germans’ last stronghold In the Pripyat marshes, advanced the Russians
directly on the rond fo Warsaw and Brest Litvosk, a point on the Curzon line which the Russians
have proposed as the postwar frontler of Poland. Warsaw ls 200 miles west of Pinsk and Brest

Pinsk had beon caught in a wide circle of pressing Russian armies which had advanced to
within five miles of the town before the Germans in thelr communique early today announced
thelr withdrawal from the swamp-butiressed stronghold.
