BAD FOR CLOTHING

Too long washing ciuses dirt
from the waler to go back Into
clolhln& according to Mrs. Win-
nifred K. Gillen, home demon-
stration agent for Klamath
counly, Too long washing or
{oo much agltation will tend to
shrink woolens and make them
harsh. For thls reason, hand
n;uhlns is safer for wool fab-
rics,

Mrs, Glllen recommends al-
lowing only three to five min-
utes in the washing machine for
washing ravons and sllks, five
to seven minutes for 51ishlly
solled coltons and linens, and
seven to 10 minutes for more
solled cottons. Clothing that
doesn't come clean In 10 min-
utes should be washed a second
time In clean suds. It's wise to
never wash longer than the
maximum time glven by the
manufacturer of the washing
machine without a change of
sucs,

When washing by hand, a
slightly longer time may be
nr:cdec{ but excessive rubbing
will not get clothes clean if
the water needs changing, Mra.
Gillen stated,

The number of man hours in-
volved In ralsing an acre of
Klamath spuds is the subject of
an Interesting new bulletin 1s
sued this month by the agricul-
tural experiment station of Ore-
on Stale college, according to
. A. Henderson, county agricul
tural agent.

This Interesting booklet was
designed to meet & need of farm.
ers In this and other areas to

required to plant, grow, and
harvest any given amount of po-
tatoes, Tho present labor short-
age brought this need to the
fore, explain the suthors of the
lur[et. when a careful estimate
of labor needs must be made by
each employer who must pro-

The average Klamath county
acre of potatoes requires 128.2
man hours of work from the in-
Itial disking and plowing of tha
field in March until the final
sorting, loading and marketing,
In some cases as late as Novem-
ber and December. Oclober is
the busiest month for the Klam-
ath Basin potato raisers, when
38,7 man-hours of work are put
In plcking on each acre. July
and June are the next busiest,
with 151 and 104 hours per
acre respectively.

The study was based on daia
recelved from 20 farmers in this
area, and on 709 acres on pota-
loes. The three-year average
yleld from this land amounted
to 280.0 sacks (100 pounds field

run) r acre, In addition to
the 120.2 man hours per aver-
age acre, it is estimated that the
overhead labor on tatoes
amounts to approximately 10
per cent,

MAY BE USED
BY GIVILIANG

First Indication that the much
ublicized DDT insecticides may
Ec available for limited eivilian
use before the end of the war
wans glven by Dr. George Me-
Cloud, of the war food admin-

the Pacific slope branch of the
Amerlcan Assoclation of Eco-
nomic Entomologists in Berk-
eley, reports Robert Rleder, ex-
tension entomologist and plant
pthologist at Oregon State col-
ege.

Dr, MecCloud said that four
manufacturing plants are now
in production so that supplles by
the first of the year will prob-
ably permit some civilian dis-
tribution. DDT will be released,
however, only for such uses for
which It is proved safe and ef-
fective by research work now
under way, Dr, McLoud empha-
slzed.

Tests with DDT were started
at the Oregon experiment sia-
tion and other research centers
last fall and are continuing as
rapidly as possible, Although
early Indications are that it will
be an extremely valuable insec-
ticide for certain crop pests, it
Is by no means a universal in-
secticide for Indiscriminate use,
Rieder adds.

A recent announcement from
the U. 5. department of agricul-
ture says that preliminary tests
to date indicate that DDT is one
of the most effective insecti-
cides known against such harm-
ful insects as the gypsy moth,
which defollates trees In New
England, and the codling moth,
one of the chief orchard pests.

So
far even experimental supplies
have not been large enough
for the large-scale tests always
necessary preceding commercial
use.
