Estimates from authentic
placed the expected
waterfowl crop being raized in
Canada at near 200 million.

This i more than six times the
number of wateriowl that flew
the fiyways during the drought
period in the early 1930's when
the number totaled only about
30 million.

The county agent stated that

the only possible way for farm-
ers to prevent damage to their
fields by the birds is to shoot
them. Smoke bombs, such as
are used in southern California
would be impractical, Hender- |
son stated, as well as dangerous
in regard to starting a serious
grain fire, Blank shells are
rather ineffectual as far as per-
manent results are concerned,
and low-flying planes only man-
age to spread the birds to other
fields, Henderson said.
Last hunting season left the
biggest majority of hunters with
little 'or no shells and small
prospects of oblaining any un-
der the present regulations. One
loeal sporting goods merchant
said that although some of the
southern ammunition manufac-
turers were making sholgun
shells, very few or none at all
are available at the present
time. The merchant also said
that there would probably be a
slight overall increase in the
number of shells over last year
by the time the season opens,
but that the increase would not
even approach supplying the
demand.
