NEAR HIDING
PLACE OF BUG

Victory garden and flower
growers of the Klamath basin
area have un effective weapon
against the hungry earwig army
in a poisonous mixture which
may be scatlered in gardens and
among shrubs to do away with
the pests, neeording to C. A, Hen-
derson, agricultural agent {or
Klamath county.

If a mixture of 12 pounds of
bran, a pound of sodium fluosili-
cate and one quart of fish oil
(which earwlgs consider a great
delicacy) s carcl’ullﬁ' spread
about the premises, the results
have been found most satisfac-
fory in this area, Henderson
points out,

Oregon State College Exten-
slon bullelin number 551, “Veg.
etable-Garden Insect-Pest Con-
frol" gives the directions for
plaeing the poison as follows:
‘Scatter bait along fences, piles
of boards, v.ood piles, trees, or
other places where earwigs may
hide. The poison also is scatter-
ed over the lawn, after which it
is best to wait two days before
sprinkling the lawn again. The
formula given is enough for one
application to an area 8000
square fect. Since cutworms
and earwigs are active mostly
at night, the bait Is applied in
late evening.”

Henderson adds that for the
average cily residence, probably
not moare than one-sixth of the
formula would be needed to
thoroughly poison the property
at any one time and it would
be better to make poison as need.
ed rather than to carry over a
larger quantity until it is used.
Henderson warns that children
and pets should not play around
places where the formula is used.

Ingredients for the mixture
may be obiained at local feed
and deed stores,

At the residence of Roy Call,
where the infestalion was par-
ticularly thick, continued appli-
cation of the polson seems to
have brought the earwigs under
control in the space of about five
applications, according to Call,
- formula is equaily effec-
tive on other chewing insects
and pests in the Klamath area,
It is pot particularly effective,
however, on other than chewing

PLANTING DECREASE
EYED INWHEAT CROP

WASHINGTON, Aug. 17 (&)
Although war food administra-
tion goals for 1045. wheal plant-
ing acreage calls for a nation-
wide inerease of 1,900,000 acres
more than planted for harvest
this year, both Washington and
Oregon goals call for a decrease
as compared with 1944 plant-
ings, it was revealed yesterday.

The WFA goal for Oregon is
but 095,000 acres or 2000 less
than is planied this year. Wash-
ington’s goal of 2,375,000 is
822,000 less than the 2,687,000
acres seeded in 1044,

Of the northwest states, only
Idaho with a goal of 1,100,000
for 1045 showed an increase
over 1044 plantings, Idaho had
1,600,000 acres in wheat this
year,
