Jap broadcasts will show. A
while back, the Nazis were
gmashing the Allles near the
Normandy coast. Now they are smashing them
north and east of Paris,

Ultimately, we suppese, the
forces will march into Berlin.

This iz the same Jap radio which reported
the happiness of the Nazis over the invasion of
the Normandy coast in June. The Germans,
zaid the anncuncer then, wanted to see as many
Allied divisions land as possible, because |
would mean more Allied fighting men would be
destroved on the continent. A listener got the
idea that the Germans, if asked, t be
willing to furnish the ships to bring them over
to the slaughter.

New Note

COMMENTATOR on the Jap radlo the

other night sounded a new nole on the
Pacific situation which, it seemed to us, hinted
of just a tiny weakening of confidence in mili-
tary viclory for Japan.

The thema of his rather cleverly worded har-
rangue was that no matter how successiul the
Allies might be in the Pacific military fight,
they had lost the political fight onece and [ all
in "'Greater East Asia.” The peoples there had
golten & taste of the beautiful' political program
of Japan, and no military development could
change that.

Such admissions of possible Allied military
trfiumphs had no place in boastful Jap broad-
casting a few months ago. Give the Japs a
few more months, "and they may not be so
cheerful about the political situation

Not even his savage, inhuman atrocities
on minorities cost as many lives as his refusal
to surrender a ‘cause lost months ago, and the
maintenance of the slsughter of his own people
and others needlessly, even to the continuance
of a robot campaign against England which
could only be Justified b.:,' a madman,

Cannot Atone

F HE could be put into & robot himself ss a

projectile and shot to his death, not even
then would justice be done for his crime, not
even if he had s hundred lives,

His "tactics are being Interpreted by some as
an indication he Is already fighting the next
war, that both he and his forces are making
their way underground to hide, pillage and
sabolage Indefinilely. The fascist militia Is
being organized for that purpose, even has the
name “militia” to give It the fighting slandard
of the Magils.
