He is rmt_ right
when he indicates that no local credit is due
in connection with the start of the naval air
station here, The presence of the factors that
brought the air station here was called to the

attentionwof  the navy by a local man in the
navy, at the suggestion of the Klamath County
chamber of commerce, Furthermore, a great
deal of local preliminary work was done, and
evervbody here knew about the air station pro-
ject ‘before construction started, People forget,
sometimes, and the “relinble source” was hay-
wire on that point. But Mr. Ruhl’'s statement of
a -similar nature with regard to the Marine
Barracks is ¢orrect, and in neither case did poli-
tigal pressure have anything to do with the
location of the “war assets” here.

~ Air Base and Barracks

Incldentally, we finally discovered why Klam-

.ath got-both the Marine “Barracks” and the
combat air base, and Medford didn't,
. As before related, local solicitation had noth:
Ing to do with it. Marine and naval officers se-
lected Klamath not beeause Klamath wanted
THEM, bul because THEY wunted Klamatl,

The navy wanted the air base ot Klamath be-
cause there they got the la st area of unin-
habited land on the coast, and with safisfac-
tory—or perhaps more acourately the best,—
flying conditions available.. This area extends
from Kiamath Falls eastward through Lakeview
to the Oregon line, What seiffers did inhabit
that territory have gotten out—or-been bought
out,—so the air fighters can fight shafm battles
to their hearts confent in that fremeridous arca
with no property damage and no complications,

The Marine Barracks was -first called a hos
pital, but the term has been disearded for it
isn't that. No one is hospitalized there, It might
be more properly termed’a cofivalescent home,
specially fitied for malaria recovery, because
of the 4000 feel plus althude,

The .matihes there are not suffering from
malaria, but the effeéis ‘of the disease, the ef
fort being confined to putting them in perfect
mentlal and physical shape again, They have
regular training: and exercises including bowling
and gym work, bul no military routine,—they
are all veterans of the South Pacific, so don't
need thal. We went throygh their dining hall
and kitchens equipped for 2000 men and judg-
ing by both they are fed #lmost as well as the
patrons of the Pelicon roglavyrant in town—we
found this restaurant to litione of the finest and
most modern in the stite—<-md we don't ox-
