abar bonrd member who is run-
ning for Oregon U, 8. senator, de-
elared here last night that he
has refused financial assistance
{from Inbor unions and emloy-
ers ussocintions,

“1 hold that it is the duty of
a United States senator to rep-
resent all the people in his state,
regardless of ecconomic class
lines,” said Morse at a Willard
hotel dinner. "'In my judgment
this is the keystone of our form
of government, our constitution-
al demoecrucy—Lthis single inter-
est of all our people in the good
of all our people, Labor, busi-
ness and farmers are lelped by
those governmental actions
wlileh help all of them.

“1 have told labor unionsand
employers assoclations in open
meetings that 1 intend to go back
to, the senale without a string
around a single finger, or not go
back at all. It seems to me that
if I accepl a coniribution from
an economic group, as such, that |
{lie contributors eould not help
but feel that T was in some wWay
indebted to them as a group,”

Discussing farm problems,
Morse attacked the philosophy
of scarcity and said that solu-
tion of farm problems is the salu-
tion of distribution problems. He
eriticized the new deal's system
of trade agreement, saying he {a-
vors a  multi-party agreement
rather than two-parly lrade pacls
between nations,

G. C. Tatman, long identified
with AFL activities in Klamath
Falls and Oregon, stated at the
meeting that as a democrat, he
favors Republican Wayne Morse
for zenator, and that he had par-
ticipated in the endorsement of
Morse by the sinte AFL,

view, Morse announced he is ap-
pointing Phil Hitcheock as Klam-
ath county chairman of his cam-
paign.

Many of the deaths, WRA
said, were among elderly Japa-
nese, About one-half per rcent
of the tolal died a= a result of
accidenis or suicides.
