The Chinese occupied Myothit,
24 miles north of Bhamo, virtual-
ly without n fight. The British
striking from Hopin were said to
have ndvanced 306 miles,

The Chinese starled probing
sottthwnrd from the Myitkyinn
area on October 15, with the Jap:
anese falling back shortly before
they reached each spot.

Isolate Japs :

As late reports on the defeat
of the Japanese fleel placed lt[
as one of the grealest naval|
whippings of all time, MacAr-
thur announced in his Monday
communique that his men con-
trolled 1800 sqguare miles on
Leyte alone and that the re-
maining enemy garrisons on
Leyvte and Samar were isolate
and helpless.

They can be ‘'destroyed  at
will," he said.

(An uncorfirmed Tokyo broad-
cast heard in Melbourne said 40
American transports convoyed
by cruisers and destroyers were
sighted yesterdsy "heading for

PACIFIC FLEET HEAD-
QUARTERS, Pearl Harbor, Oct.
0 () —Third fleet carrier planes
probably sank one heavy eruls-
er, damaged two others and an
oil tanker and destroyed at least
00 Japunese alrcraftl in renewed
raids over Luzon island in the
Phllippines Saturday and Sun-
day.

They &lso destroyed three
coastal cargo vessels near Cebue,
Adm,. Chester W. Nimitz report-
ed in a communique today.

Although Nimitz did not say, It
was considered probable that the
three cruisers might have been
refugess from last week's naval
battle in the Sibuyan sea, San
Bernardino, strait.

One of the heavy crulsers pre-
viously damaged probably was
sunk and a second damaged in
Manila bay, The third crulser
was caught off Cavite and se-
verely damaged by two 1000
pound bombs,

The tanker was damaged by a
1000 pound bomb.

Alirfields in the Manila area,
probably Clark and Nichols,
which have been hit several
times in recent weeks, agaim
were attacked by carrier planes,

The Japanese made futile at-
tempts to prevent the atlacks
and to hit one of Adm. William
F. Halsey's carrler groups.
Twelve enemy fighters and dive-
bombers were shot down near
the carriers Saturday and two
more on Sunday.

45 Shot Down

Forty-five Japanese fightier
pianes were shot down trying to
intercept Vice Adm. Mare A.
Mitscher's carrier pilois as they.
raided Luzon and the Manila
area Saturday. Another 12 were
destroyed on the ground on
Manila airfields, where large
fires were started.

Search and patrol flights from
the carriers destroyed the three
coastal vessels near Cebu and
shot down 12 (fighters which
ried to Intercept them.
