In a resolution unanimously
approved by the city council
Tueeday night city fathers went
on record as opposing the pro-
posed diversion of waters from
the Klamath basin to Pit river.

City Engincer E. A. Thomas
and 8lty Attorney Henry E. Per-
kins, were instructed to altend a
mneshng slated for I-‘chrusq{r 20,
and to “vigorously oppose” the
diversion, ;

A part of the resolution, intro.
duced by Councilman Rollin
Cantrall, Is given here: :

“Whereas, Klamath Falls, with
the adjacent suburban distriets,
has a population of between 25,
000 and 30,000 lpeol:ulc whiech is
largely the result of the lumber

industry over a perlod of vears,
and the lumber industry has
passed its peak and {s now on the |
decline, several large mills ln|
Klamath basin having closed
within the past 18 months with!
the probability that several oth-
er large mills will close within
another one or two years, the
result of which will be to re-
duce the volume of business in
the city of Klamath Falls, and: |
“Whereas, the remedy for 1hls|
condition is the developing gfl
farm lands in Klamath basin
which includes the cultivating of
lands formerly withdrawn from
agriculture but more recenlly|
found to be wvaluable for that
purpose, and developing other
rich and productive lands nevurl
before cultivated: the developing |
of power sites in the Klamath
basin, and especially along Klam-
ath river by industries which
may be persuaded to locate in
Klamath basin and the develop-
ing of the recreational and voca-
tional resources of the Klamath
basin, now, therefore, the city
council does hereby go on record
opposing the diveision.
